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Introduction

Youth Connections Provider, IN-STeP, is a not-for-profit community based organisation that supports
youth between the ages of 14-18 gain the skills, experience and confidence to re-engage with
education, training or employment.

Program

workplace.

‘One-off’ workplace site visits will be prearranged ad-hoc for small groups of young people throughout
the year, spending up to an hour on site.
